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The more we learn about one another’s positions, the more we will find ourselves
in agreement.

Friends of Amador County is correct. No amount of money from a casino could
make up for damaging Amador County’s quality of life.

For that reason that we have adopted the Buena Vista Rancheria Good Neighbor
Policies...

* Respect for the environment. A tradition we’ve kept for thousands of
years.

* Responsible traffic control, anti-drunk driving programs, and special
policies when school buses are on the roads.

* Keeping money in the community by hiring local residents, promoting
Amador County Wineries and partnering with local businesses.

* Reducing demand on taxpayers by providing employees with health
insurance, establishing Tribal Security, taking care of our own
infrastructure.

Buena Vista is one of the two federally recognized tribes in Amador County with
a State Gaming Compact.

The federal government determined we are operating within our rights on our
tribal lands. That does not mean that we do not, should not, or will not respect
your rights. We do. We should. We will.

Together we will improve the quality of life in Amador County for our children
and yours.
